We share a commitment
to, and a responsibility for, creating an inclusive and safe school environment for our students.

e the values of openness and tolerance.

1. Vision

Growth through belonging; a community where every child thrives.

2. Mission

Our mission is to foster academic excellence and personal growth in a nurturing environment where every child is
supported. We aim to balance rigorous academic standards with comprehensive wellbeing support, ensuring
every child grows confidently.
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3. Objective

Our school’s objectives are considered as part of the 4 yearly strategic planning process and reflected in the goals
listed in our current School Strategic Plan (SSP). We also develop an Annual Implementation Plan to operationalise
the goals and key improvement strategies contained in our SSP.

4. \Values

o Empathy: We foster a caring community where students learn to understand the feelings of others, cultivating
compassion and mutual support.

e Honesty: We promote truthfulness and integrity in all interactions, encouraging students to be authentic and
trustworthy in their words and actions.

o Resilience: We empower our students to develop mental toughness, adaptability, and the ability to bounce
back from challenges, preparing them for lifelong success.

e Gratitude: We teach students to recognise and express thankfulness for the positive aspects of their lives and
the contributions of others, nurturing an appreciation for their world.

e Respect: We encourage a culture of mutual respect, where students value diversity, honour others’
perspectives, and treat everyone with kindness.

These value statements align with GIPS’ commitment to nurturing well-rounded individuals who can thrive
academically, socially, and emotionally.

5. Expectations

Glen Iris Primary School acknowledges that the behaviour of staff, parents, carers and students has an impact on
our school community and culture.

Staff have a range of expectations around behaviour and must follow our school and Department policies and the
Victorian Public Service Code of Conduct and Values. Teaching staff also adhere to the Victorian Teaching
Profession Code of Conduct.

Students are supported by school staff to meet expected standards of behaviour as outlined in our Student
Wellbeing and Engagement Policy and Bullying Prevention Policy.

Information about the expectations on parents and carers to ensure schools remain respectful and inclusive places
is outlined in the Department’s Respectful Behaviours within the School Community Policy .

6. Unreasonable behaviours

Schools are not public places, and the Principal has the right to permit or deny entry to school grounds (for more
information, see our Visitors Policy).

Unreasonable behaviour that is demonstrated by school staff, parents, carers, students or members of our school
community will not be tolerated at school, or during school activities.

Unreasonable behaviour includes:

e being violent or threatening violence of any kind, including physically intimidating behaviour such as
aggressive hand gestures or invading another person’s personal space

® speaking or behaving in a rude, aggressive or threatening way, either in person, via email, social media, or
over the telephone

e sending demanding, rude, confronting or threatening letters, emails or text messages

e discriminatory or derogatory comments

staff or students.

Unreasonable behaviour and/or failure to uphold the principles of this Statement of Values and School Philosophy
may lead to further investigation and the implementation of appropriate consequences by the school Principal.

At the Principal’s discretion, unreasonable behaviour may be managed by:
® requesting that the parties attend a mediation or counselling sessions

e implementing specific communication protocols

e written warnings

e conditions of entry to school grounds or school activities

e exclusion from school grounds or attendance at school activities
® reports to Victoria Police

e legal action

Inappropriate student behaviour will be managed in according with our school’s Student Wellbeing and
Engagement Policy and Bullying Prevention Policy.

Our Statement of Values and School Philosophy ensures that everyone in our school community will be treated
with fairness and respect. In turn, we will strive to create a school that is inclusive and safe, where everyone is
empowered to participate and learn.
